
 
 

Fall Schedule 2008:  Interdisciplinary Arts 
 
Interdisciplinary arts may be thought of as a counter-balance to the extreme specialization of the 
industrial era. Artists who are interested in responding to the multiple, interwoven, constantly 
shifting ideas, and expressions of the information age are challenged to create new, integrative 
practices, and forms. The interdisciplinary program was created for students with a particular drive 
to straddle historically separate fields of endeavor Ð not only across more traditional boundaries 
between studio disciplines, but also connecting concepts and practices in the humanities, sciences 
and socio-political cultural environments. The goal of this program is to develop such integrative 
skills and methodologies. In order to equip students with the tools needed to perform as articulate 
and competent creative forces in their future careers, an equal emphasis is placed on conceptual 
exploration, hands-on management skills, and the formal crafting of artistic expression. For this 
reason, the program embraces a variety of different educational strategies, including group 
discussion of assigned readings and contemporary issues, instructional seminars, group and tutorial 
critique sessions, collaborative and individually directed projects, and research leading to both 
written and oral presentations.  To enter the interdisciplinary arts major, students must complete an 
initial semester in the sophomore year in a grounding discipline of their choice but may apply to 
enter the interdisciplinary major for the second semester of sophomore year or later. Given the level 
of commitment and maturity required in the program, students must have a cumulative grade point 
average of 3.0 and demonstrate potential for success through a portfolio and statement of intent, 
both of which are reviewed by an admissions committee before a student is granted acceptance.  For 
more information on the application process, please contact the ARC.

Sophomore Program 
INDA 281-01 Collaborative Art Practices          3.0 credit hours 
This course is also offered under CASL 366-01 
This course is both an entry level elective for the Interdisciplinary Major and a core class for the 
Community Arts Service Learning (CASL) Program. Either this course or The ArtistÕs Role In 
Society CASL 381 must be completed before participating in a CASL internship. You will be 
introduced to a wide range of collaborative artwork and artists, and discover the unique 
contributions this way of working offers to society. Through a series of exercises, the course will 
teach you the skills necessary to be a sensitive and effective team member, as well as how to locate 
and manage resources for multidisciplinary projects. You will then have the opportunity to practice 
these in a creative collaboration with community partners. Interdisciplinary students will have the 
option to develop an alternative project under the direction of INDA faculty. By the end of the class 
you will have a sense of the powerful way collaborative practices enable groups of individuals to 
make artwork, with a texture, depth and impact that could not be achieved alone. The skills and 
techniques developed in this class will be invaluable in any number of careers involving teamwork 
and leadership, as well as for artists who make public, community-based or individual 
interdisciplinary work.

INDA 260-01 Introduction to Sophomore Interdisciplinary Arts     6.0 credit hours  
This semester long course offers a comprehensive introduction to interdisciplinary concepts and 
processes.  The course combines structured assignments, independent projects, research 
presentations and written responses.  The studio will explore how research, collaboration, 
installation, and performance function outside the traditional disciplines to encounter other 
communities such as science, philosophy, ecology, digital and traditional technology, communication 
and history The sophomore class focuses on project management, ideation, experimentation with 
materials and techniques, articulation of ideas, professional presentation, developing a personal 
vision, and discovery and development of resources.
