CASL elective classes 
 
CASLE 386-01 Drawing in Communities                  3.0 credit hours 
This course is also offered under PADRE 366-01 
This course provides the opportunity for students to interact with specific communities in Kansas 
City in order to produce drawings that will chose a focus group to interact with or site to research in 
order to create smaller works and one larger work that will be on view to the campus at the end of 
the semester. Students may work site-specifically, or use their data to create works in the studio. 
Research is primary for this course and materials are of the utmost importance.

CASLE 336-01 Toward a Green Sculpture       3.0 credit hours 
This course is also offered under SCUE 366-01 
This studio will explore possibilities for making sculpture in ways that are not harmful to humans or 
the rest of the ecosystems. In our studio work, each of us will examine our own practice for ways we 
can continue with the forms and ideas we are interested in, in a more ecologically conscious and 
responsible manner. We will conduct analysis and experimentation of materials and processes. Each 
student will be responsible for presenting these experiments on a regular basis, and for making work 
that arises out of the experiments and is an extension of their own interests in studio art. There will 
be a community-based collaborative project as part of the course. This project will extend the 
exploration initiated in the experiments and will be considered as one avenue that many artists are 
taking towards a green sculpture. For their independent work students may choose to make 
sculptural objects, installations, site-specific work, performance, video, sound works, to work in 
mixed media and/ or new ways.

CASLE 366-01 Collaborative Art Practices        3.0 credit hours 
This course is also offered under INDAE 366-01 
This course is both an entry level elective for the Interdisciplinary Major and a core class for the new 
Community Arts Service Learning (CASL) Program. Either this course or The Artist's Role In 
Society CASL 381.40 must be completed before participating in a CASL internship. You will be 
introduced to a wide range of collaborative artwork and artists, and discover the unique 
contributions this way of working offers to society. Through a series of exercises, the course will 
teach you the skills necessary to be a sensitive and effective team member, as well as how to locate 
and manage resources for multidisciplinary projects. You will then have the opportunity to practice 
these in a creative collaboration with community partners. Interdisciplinary students will have the 
option to develop an alternative project under the direction of INDA faculty. By the end of the class 
you will have a sense of the powerful way collaborative practices enable groups of individuals to 
make artwork, with a texture, depth and impact that could not be achieved alone. The skills and 
techniques developed in this class will be invaluable in any number of careers involving teamwork 
and leadership, as well as for artists who make public, community-based or individual 
interdisciplinary work.

CASLE 358-80 Experimental Documentary      3.0 credit hours 
This course is also offered under INDAE 358-80 and NEWME 358-80 
This class will form an art and production team conceiving and producing an original experimental 
documentary.

Ceramics elective classes 
 
CERME 360-01  Fundamentals of Ceramic Art               3.0 credit hours 
Fundamentals of Ceramic Art will give students the basic skills necessary to produce, glaze, and fire 
ceramic forms.  Students will be introduced via instructor demonstrations and presentations to a 
variety of skills including clay and glaze preparation, wheel-throwing and handbuilding, glazing 
options, and firing processes.  Students will be encouraged to create individual and original ideas in  
ceramic media, and to develop a personal methodology and artistic direction which may 
complement the work in their major.  Students have frequent individual critiques with the instructor. 
Formal group peer reviews are conducted two or three times during the semester.

CERME 345-01 Ceramic Skin: The Human Form in Clay 
Students in this course will sculpt forms and fragments of the human body, learning building 
methods for clay structures, mold making, and finishing techniques for the ceramic surface. The 
class will use collections on display in the Nelson-Atkins Museum of Art to examine dimensional 
representations of humans in the history of art, mining information for individualized approaches to 
the idea of the form. Issues of the body in contemporary art will be studied through examples at 
local galleries and/o r through library and Internet research. The course is open to students of all 
knowledge levels in ceramics - beginning to advanced.

CERME 364-80  Fundamentals of Glass:  Kiln Forming     3.0 credit hours 
This introductive and investigative glass class will explore two distinctive methods of forming: flat 
glass drawing and reverse relief castings.  The flat glass format encourages the student to explore 
with "drawing" materials of colored powders, fluxing, frits, stringers and sheet glass.  The reverse 
casting is more complex, as a basic knowledge of sculpting, mold-making and strong technical skills 
is recommended.  In both investigative components, each student will be encouraged to develop a 
technical understanding of material, equipment and firing cycles as well as to demonstrate a strong 
work ethic and a passionate pursuit for investigating personal artistic strengths and goals throughout 
the semester.

CERME 384-80  Advanced Glass:  Kiln Forming      3.0 credit hours 



 

This course is open to students who have completed the Fundamentals of Glass: Kiln Forming 
elective.  It is an advanced class for students who wish to continue their work in this technique and 
who wish to conduct an intensive personal investigation in the medium. To enroll in this course 
students must seek permission from the instructor and write a proposal for their semesterÕs work in 
advanced glass methods.

Fiber elective classes 
 
FIBRE 358-01 Costume Production & Design      3.0 credit hours 
This course introduces the field of costume design for theater including: a discussion of the process 
of production of theater and areas of collaboration, an overview of basic skills for construction 
(proper measurements, pattern drafting and cutting, draping, stitching, fit and alteration), an 
exploration of design process and organization  (research, rendering, script analysis), visual needs in 
fabric choice and statement on body types and the translation into a garment under deadline.  The 
course includes rendering technique, project and completion of a garment costume.

FIBRE 364-01 Clothing Construction I       3.0 credit hours 
This class will focus on the potential of body covering to express personal, political, social, and 
aesthetic issues. Processes taught include: 

¥ Hand and machine sewing  
¥ Working from garment patterns  
¥ Creating your own garment patterns  

 
Students investigate the expressive power of diverse materials and how they function on the body in 
motion. The development of basic sewing skills is merged with the more unconventional and 
innovative techniques of garment construction.

ILLE 365-01 Illustration Processes        3.0 credit hours 
Students will have the opportunity to practice the processes (methods) related to the practice of 
illustration.

We 
will focus also on the creative, aesthetic, thoughtful, content-based, story-telling aspects of editorial 
and book work. Research, ideation, problem solving techniques and forming the image as a creative 
and contemporary solution will be integral to this unique course's productivity results, while 
balancing processes that may range from painting, drawing, silkscreen, collage, 3-d and/ or mono 
print through to the digital realm of possibilities.

DFILE 361- 01 Good Old Films        3.0 credit hours 
This course is designed to provide an introduction to the history and technique of film in its 
narrative, documentary and experimental forms.  Several renowned film directors and their films will 
be screened and analyzed, both critically and technically.  Through a detailed scene analysis the 
course will look at the various components of film expression (cinematography, editing, sound, set 
design, acting), developments in screen narrative, film's relationship to other arts and media and its 
role as an instrument of social expression. The course is divided into: 'screening and critique classes' 
and 'film lab classes' where students participate in a scene study workshop and work hands-on on 
alternative versions of previously screened material.

PADRE 375-01 Drawing: Work, Text, and Language     3.0 credit hours 
Emphasis of this course will be on text. If you are already using text in your work, this course can be 
additive to your studio practice. If not, the course may be thought of as a means to expand your 
visual language. It is important to identify how text (word and language) influences our culture from 
graffiti to spelling. Upon realizing these influences you can begin to use text more thoughtfully in 
your work. Individual craft will be emphasized and formal aspects of painting, design, and color will 
be considered. You are invited to be conceptual, but product, the whole package, will be considered. 
You will be responsible for a notebook, specific to this class that will chronicle your ideas as they 
relate to classroom discussions.

PADRE 385-80 Drawing: Abstraction Today              3.0 credit hours      
The class will focus on current ideas, trends, and critical methodologies in the field of contemporary 
abstraction including materials as content, metaphorical structures within abstraction, combining 
representational images and abstraction, and a unit that examines the fluid and poetic concepts of 
French post-modern philosopher Gilles Deleuze. Our objective is to open new realms of 
knowledge, new ways of seeing that can be immediately applied furthering a unique and meaningful 
personal aesthetic. We will review Clement Greenberg's essay, Modernist Painting, that codified the 
basic tenets of modern abstraction that continues to be an indispensable source for definition and 
discourse. The class will also trace the historical antecedents of contemporary abstraction, especially 
Russian Constructivism at the turn of the 20th century. Students will work in the studio and be 
expected to take part in rigorous dialogues informal and informal critiques and discussions.

PAITE 330-40 Painting Elective                               3.0 credit hours 
This course is designed to be both useful and challenging for students at all levels of experience. A 
variety of subjects will be explored.

There will be a strong emphasis on formal issues in the 
development of the image. Students will be encouraged to use different types of painting medium, 
finding the one that best solves their specific problem.

PHOTE 350-01 Introduction to Photoshop       3.0 credit hours 
This introductory course will cover the fundamentals of Photoshop with an emphasis on the 
photographic aspects of the software. The course is designed for those at the beginning or 
intermediate level. Topics will include curves; levels; shadow-highlight; color correction; smart 
filters; sharpening; noise reduction; file formats; layers; retouching; darkroom effects; filters; basic 
image editing; printing and the tools used for these purposes.

Students will gain an in-depth 
understanding of methods for file management, sharpening, color and tonal corrections and a color-
managed workflow for predictable results. Printing formats will range from the standard 8.5x11 to 
the 44 inch wide Epson 9800.
