
 
 

Spring Schedule 2008:  Interdisciplinary Arts 
 
Interdisciplinary arts may be thought of as a counter-balance to the extreme specialization of the 
industrial era. Artists who are interested in responding to the multiple, interwoven, constantly shifting 
ideas, and expressions of the information age are challenged to create new, integrative practices, and 
forms. The interdisciplinary program was created for students with a particular drive to straddle 
historically separate fields of endeavor Ð not only across more traditional boundaries between studio 
disciplines, but also connecting concepts and practices in the humanities, sciences and socio-political 
cultural environments. The goal of this program is to develop such integrative skills and methodologies. 
In order to equip students with the tools needed to perform as articulate and competent creative forces 
in their future careers, an equal emphasis is placed on conceptual exploration, hands-on management 
skills, and the formal crafting of artistic expression. For this reason, the program embraces a variety of 
different educational strategies, including group discussion of assigned readings and contemporary 
issues, instructional seminars, group and tutorial critique sessions, collaborative and individually 
directed projects, and research leading to both written and oral presentations.  To enter the 
interdisciplinary arts major, students must complete an initial semester in the sophomore year in a 
grounding discipline of their choice but may apply to enter the interdisciplinary major for the second 
semester of sophomore year or later. Given the level of commitment and maturity required in the 
program, students must have a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 and demonstrate potential for 
success through a portfolio and statement of intent, both of which are reviewed by an admissions 
committee before a student is granted acceptance.  For more information on the application process, 
please contact the ARC.

SOPHOMORE PROGRAM  
 
INDA 260-01  Introduction to Sophomore Interdisciplinary Arts     6.0 credit hours 
Beginning the second semester of the sophomore year. This semester long course offers a 
comprehensive introduction to interdisciplinary concepts and processes. The course combines 
structured assignments, independent projects, readings, research presentations and written 
responses. The studio will explore how research, collaboration, installation, and performance 
function outside the traditional disciplines to encounter other communities such as sociology, 
philosophy and ecology. Sophomore focus is on research and development of ideas, 
experimentation, management and completion of projects, and development of enhanced skill sets.

JUNIOR PROGRAM  
Requires 2 semesters of Sophomore level Studio Art 
 
INDA 300-01  Junior Interdisciplinary Arts I       5.0 credit hours 
This  course introduces students to the experimental approach to ideas and processes used by 
interdisciplinary artists. Building on existing artistic technologies, you will explore new possibilities in 
mixing, combining, or working between media and diverse fields of study. Supported by resources 
throughout KCAI departments (painting, photography and digital film, sculpture, ceramics, fiber, 
printmaking, animation, design and liberal arts), this program takes and expanded view of the role of 
the artist in contemporary culture. Audience, public art, collaboration, community, ecology, and 
digital culture will be explored while emphasizing the possibilities of social and political change. 
Junior focus is on research, experimentation, conceptual development, and closer alignment between 
concept, materials and techniques.

INDA 400-01  Senior Interdisciplinary Arts I       5.0 credit hours  
Students prepare a self-directed plan of study, and hone competencies in art making, critical 
thinking, writing, debate, professional presentation, collaboration and technology. Senior focus is on 
synthesis, polish, conceptual analysis, alignment between concept, materials and techniques, 
completion, and professional presentation. Students prepare materials and focus their practice in 
preparation for the development of their senior thesis.

INDPP 480-40  Professional Practice        1.0 credit hour 
This class focuses on the presentation of your work and qualifications for internships, employment 
and graduate school. Topics rotate each semester and may include the development of resumŽs, 
artist statements, cover letters, slides or digital documentation, proposals, grants, Photoshop skills 
and interview techniques. Each class requires a professional, illustrated oral presentation. Only first 
semester seniors take this class.

INDA 460-01  Senior Interdisciplinary Arts II       6.0 credit hours  
Students prepare a self-directed plan of study, and hone competencies in art making, critical 
thinking, writing, debate, professional presentation, collaboration and technology. Senior focus is on 
synthesis, polish, conceptual analysis, alignment between concept, materials and techniques, 
completion, and professional presentation. Students develop and present a senior thesis during their 
final semester, and are expected to participate in at least one professional showing of their work in a 
public gallery or equivalent space.

INTERDISCIPLINARY ART ELECTIVES 
 
INDAE 340-01  Art Mechanisms        3.0 credit hours 
This introductory level class will teach you how to use basic engineering concepts to make things 
move. The course will cover the principles of machines, such as levers, gears and pulleys, as well as 
power sources and different kinds of power transmission.  The primary materials used will be wood 
and wire, and the class will move slowly with a hands-on approach.   At the beginning, set 



assignments will explore the uses of a variety of mechanical solutions, and at the end you will design 
a creative application of the techniques and principles you have learned.  You will also be exposed to 
the work of artists who use this knowledge in making their own work, from automata to kinetic 
sculpture to robots.  Materials fee for this course $50.00

INDAE 350-01  Performing Presentation       3.0 credit hours 
This course is also offered under CASLE 350-01 
This introductory level course will facilitate the exploration of presentations, lectures, and guided 
tours as a form of performance art. Through projects and exercises, you will have the opportunity to 
hone your public speaking and presentation skills, learn the basics of Powerpoint and Adobe 
Acrobat presentations, interact with audience members, design guided tours and develop 
presentation personas. We will examine the work of artists and artist groups like Walid Raad, David 
Byrne, Andrea Fraser, Amos Latteier, LA Urban Rangers, Platform, and Temporary Travel Office 
who have turned the artist lecture and tour into carefully designed artworks.
