This studio is one of a series of Sculpture D epartment course offerings that fal under the generd
rubric of Tonerdsa Gren Sadpture In this class, ecologicdly safe materids and processes will be
explored and utilized. Making the determination of what is Gecologicaly safeQ isin itsalf acomplex
and varioudy interpreted endeavor. Among current sculpturd practices that are ecologicdly sound is
that of taking ones creativity out of the traditiond studio and into the community. kills and
processes being evolved by artists engaging the community will form part of our experiencein the
class. We will research these issues and discuss the implications of the materids and processes we
plan to use in our work. Animd materids utilized, for example, may include leather cast off from
other uses-from rawhideto old shoes; things like bone and horn that may be found on awak in the
woods or castable substanceslike lard (think Beuys). Plant materids (vegetable) will undoubtedly
form the core of our work asthese materids are, for the most part, less controversidly ecologicd,
replacable and easlly accessible. (One could make an entire career working from solely from
cdlulose) In thiswork we will work with various pgpers and with plant materias from wood to
weeds Our work will take us from industridly produced substances like newspgper and cardboard,
to plant materids laborioudy harvested from the inner bark of trees, or collected from indigenous
grasses. Minera resources will include materias collected from the earth@ surface in small anounts.
All thiswork will necessitate short and long journeys, close scrutiny of the environment, patient
collection and potentidly labor intensve manipulation. Sudents will be expected to make severd
journeys, in town and away, and to create three projects in addition to sharing the results of their
own research and experimentation through interaction with a school group in Kansas city. There
will be acamping field trip to eastern Missouri to participate in a 3 day workshop on fdling select
treesto obtan inner bark and identifying and collecting grasses. Sudents may work in any artistic
format they choose-- for example, sculpture, drawing, painting, mixed media, photo, video and/or
ingdlation. There will be alab fee of $40.
